Annual Meeting Summary

Two excellent presentations were heard at the Annual Meeting on June 10.  Pamela Toshner, DNR Regional Lakes Coordinator gave a presentation about Red Lake.  Pamela toured Red Lake on June 9th with Jim Donovan, Chester Lynn, Tom Johnson, Tom Mahoney and Mark Sundeen from the DNR.  They gathered plant samples and inspected the lake on a slow boat tour on Jim Donovan’s pontoon boat.   Thanks for the tour Jim! 
Some of the highlights of Pamela’s presentation are presented below.  
Sheryl Corrigan, Commissioner of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and a friend of Joel and Carol Skinner provided an excellent overview of what effect we each have on our lake’s water quality with the everyday products and chemicals that we use. 
Water is clear but may not be as clear as in the 1960s (1.5 feet decrease)
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Aquatic plant community is important and diverse
· 42 species – all native

· 7 less common species indicative of good water quality

· More taller-growing species than in 1930s

Fishery is good
· Walleye stocked even numbered years (35 fingerlings/acre)

· Northern pike, large- and smallmouth bass, bluegill, pumpkinseed, black crappie, perch, and bullhead
Land use has changed.  Since the 1930s…
· 13% increase in residential land use

· 20% decrease in woodland

· 13% increase in open (<50% wooded)

· Cropland decreased
· 1973:  34 cottages mostly on west shore

· 2006:  ??? Most cottages replaced by homes and more homes overall
